"ORGANIZED CIVIL SOCIETY" AND
EUROPEAN GOVERNANCE:
TRAINING, RECRUITMENT AND
PRACTICES OF INTEREST GROUP
REPRESENTATIVES IN THE
EUROPEAN UNION

Groupe de Sociologie Politique

This conference seeks to bring together
research on the different interest group
representatives and on their actions
towards the European Union.
Complementing research already under
way at the GSPE, this conference has
two aims:

1) There is a need to reflect on "organized
civil society" so as to highlight its

heterogeneity and draw its contours and
uncover > transformations in the way it is
structured and perceived. To do so, it >
would be useful to focus on those that
represent organizations:

spokespeople of European or national
groups (unions, professional federations,
NGOs), "Europe" experts or "European
affairs attach?s" within firms or
administrations, lobbyists or hired public
affairs consultants, lawyers or legal
advisors working on a particular dossier.
Moreover, this implies analysing their
recruitment, training, and socialization to
Europe, as well as their social, career and
political trajectories. This perspective
calls for an analysis of what these >
"professionals" of Europe do and, more
generally, of what "Europe" they seek to
influence and build.

2) The goal is also to contribute to the
growing scholarship on "European
governance", understood as an array of
political practices that contribute to create
this European political space and
constantly define its rules of the game.
Thus, practices linked to the
representation of interests that these
actors deploy (scientific and legal
expertise, committee negotiation, Internet
consultations, media campaigns) depend
on the resources of the groups and the
constraints that they are under.
Concurrently, lobbying practises show the
type of competence and savoir faire that
are valorised or, on the contrary,
disqualified in this new political space. In
this fashion, we will better understand
certain trends (specialisation,
professionnalisation, and the importation
of Anglo-Saxon repertoires). We will also
be able to assess the extent to which
European modes of action differ from
national ones and are novel.

This sociology of interest groups and the
European union can de divided into four
main venues for research:

1°) Organized civil society: from the birth
of an actor to its institutionalization
European institutions (European
Commission, European Parliament,
Social and Economic Council) seek to
define civil society and a framework of
relations (the setting up of CONECCS,
the elaboration of minimal standards for
consultation, enunciating the principle of
participatory democracy in the draft
Constitution title 1V, art.1-46).

How do the different actors, depending on
the space and role that they already
occupy in the European political system,
conform, contest (e. g. European social
partners) or try to modify these
institutional definitions.

2°) The sociology of interest group
representatives: Studying the social and
political identity of interest group
representatives requires that two
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guestions be answered: how are they
recruited? What kind of career paths do
they have? What kind of trajectories lead
to working as a interest group
representative and are conversions
possible? Trajectories include moving
from an organization, firm or public
agency to another or shifting from one
level of governance to another.

3°) Training in European governance: The
"professionnalisation” of interest group
representation can be analysed either
through studying the loci where one learns
"Europe" (specialized schools, European
political experiences) or the specific
training programs for spokespersons and
the personnel in charge of relations with
the EU. These include training courses
arranged either by organizations for their
members (trade union courses on the EU
and negotiation), or paid by firms or
administrations for staff members
involved in dealings with the EU (private
courses in public affairs, consultancy
agencies lobbying seminars). There is a
need to focus not nly on interest group
representatives but also on their political
and administrative interlocutors to the
extent that they also need to learn how to
consult with interest groups and negotiate
with them.

4°) Practices of interest group
representation at EU-level: Based on
case studies, the idea is to study the so-
called lobbying techniques of interest
group (e. g. the use of expertise, the use of
law, the writing of position papers or
contributions during consultations, press
relations) so as to understand the logic
that underpins the choice of a particular
repertoire of action and/or prevent its use
as well as the consequences, unintended
or not, of each type of action.
